We are calling for abstracts for presentations at the 2011 Gateway Medical Society 
Provider Symposium. This year’s symposium will focus on preserving the pipeline of 
physicians of color in Pittsburgh and a physician workforce who will serve medically 
disadvantaged populations.

Young Investigator Award Objective & Eligibility
The objective of the Young Investigator Competition is to offer a forum for those physician trainees who are committed to closing the gap in the area of racial and ethnic health care disparities, to have a forum to present their scientific work before an audience of peers and mentors.  Young Investigators are defined as medical students and physician trainees (residents and fellows) for this competition. 
Abstract Submission Rules
1. The work MUST be original and not previously published or presented.

2. The work is mainly the result of the applicant’s effort.
3. Only one submission per author will be considered.
4. Abstract must indicate presenting author’s full mailing address, telephone number fax number and e-mail address.

5. Abstracts MUST be structured as follows: (1) Abstract Title; (2) Author(s); (3) Academic Affiliations of Author(s); (4) Purpose; (5) Materials and Methods;

 (6) Results; (7) Conclusion

6. The abstract text is limited to 350 words (maximum). There is a 50-word minimum.

7. Abstracts are to be submitted via e-mail in MS Word software and Windows XP compatible.

8. All abstracts will be reviewed to ensure balance, independence, and objectivity.

9. To that end, authors are required to disclose if pertinent: (a) all relevant financial relationships with commercial supports, (b) whether they intend to discuss an investigational product or the off-label use of a commercial product (c) whether recommendations involving clinical medicine are based on evidence that is accepted within the profession of medicine as adequate justification for their indications and contraindications in the care of patients, and (d) that all scientific research referred to, reported or used in support or justification of a patient care recommendation conforms to the generally accepted standards of experimental design, data collection, and analysis.

10. The submission must be accompanied by a statement of certification from the candidate’s Department Head, Residency Director or Supervising Professor that the candidate executed the work.
Young Investigator Competition Rules
There will be three categories of awards given by the Gateway Medical Society:

 Best Medical Student Award; Best Resident Award; Best Fellow Award.

These awards are given for originality, innovativeness, scientific merit, presentation and relevance to closing the gap on racial and ethnic disparities in health care. Abstract finalists are expected to deliver an oral presentation at the September 24, 2011 Symposium.  Any finalist who cannot personally present their work will be ineligible for the award.

The winner will be given a cash award.

Young Investigator Competition Awards
 Grand Prize Awards of $1,000 will be provided to one medical student, one resident and one fellow at the September 24, 2011 Gateway Medical Society Symposium. Awards of $500 will be provided to one “first place runner up” in each category.

Procedure
 If your abstract is selected by the Scientific Review Committee, you will be invited to submit your give a ten minute oral presentation on September 24, 2011.
